The first name was the founder of the 
Disney company, Walt Disney. He provided the voice to Mickey from 1928 to 1947. Jimmy MacDonald was 
the person who provided his voice from 1947 to 1977. Wayne Allwine was the person who became the voice 
of Mickey from 1977 to 2009. Bret Iwan was the person who provided the voice for Mickey from 2009 
onwards.
